About the Raffle

and Macmillan.   Tickets are £1 each (£10 per book of 10) and all Regus Centres 
in the UK (England, Wales and Scotland only) will be part of making this event a 
great success.    
 
Raffle Draw 
The Draw will take place at Regus HQ, 3000 Hillswood Drive, Chertsey KT16 
0RS on Wednesday 19 August at 11.00am.  Winners will be informed by 
telephone on Thursday 20 August.

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Who can enter?

What are the chances of winning? 
There are 30,000 tickets being produced so the odds of winning a prize are 
good!  26,000 of the tickets will be distributed to Regus centres and 4,000 will 
be sold via HCF, DebRA and Macmillan and in the Regus tent at the London 
Triathlon on Saturday 1 August.    
 
How much of the money raised will go to charity? 
The costs of the Raffle (printing, distribution, flight vouchers) totals approx 
£2,000.  We can therefore assure our donors that if all 30,000 tickets are sold 
then 93% of money raised will go to charity.   The net proceeds will be split 
50/50 between DebRA (reg. 1084958) and Macmillan (reg. 261017) in the form 
of grants from Hilton in the Community Foundation (reg. 1804220), a grant 
making charitable trust.

• Each ticket costs £1, in books of 10 tickets.  They are individually 
numbered and can be sold separately. 

• Tickets can be paid for using cash or by cheque payable to ‘Hilton in the 
Community Foundation’

DebRA 
DebRA is the national charity working on behalf of people in the UK with the 
genetic skin blistering condition Epidermolysis Bullosa (EB).  EB is a very rare 
genetic condition in which the skin and internal body linings blister at the 
slightest knock or rub, causing painful, open wounds.    

EB is likely to affect 1 in 17,000 live births and it is estimated that there are 
currently 5,000 people with the condition in the UK. DebRA supports children 
and their families who are affected, with specialist nursing and advice.  It also 
funds vital research into this traumatic condition.
